	 St. Joseph Angela and Bishop Emer-
itus John McRaith were instrumental in 
the camp becoming a Catholic facility.    
An existing lodge was named to honor

	 Sr. Joseph Angela continued work-
ing for the diocese until May of this year 
after stepping down as chancellor and 
CFO in 2011.  She now lives at Mount St. 
Joseph and continues in many volunteer 
ministries.  Before her work for the dio-
cese she had been an elementary school 
teacher, a professor at Brescia, and busi-
ness and finance manager for the Ursuline 
sisters.
	 Sr. Joseph Angela, known as Sr. JA 
to family and friends, has always em-
bodied Christian stewardship, protecting 
God’s gift of creation and using God’s 
gifts for the greater glory of God.

MAPLE MOUNT,Ky. - When Stepha-
ny Nelson listened to the new bishop of 
Owensboro, Ky., the Most. Rev. William 
Medley, talk to the students at her school 
in March 2010, she had no idea he was 
also talking to her.
“Someone here is called” to the priesth	
ood or religious life, Bishop Medley said 
that day at St. Joseph School in Bowling 
Green, where Stephany is a first-grade 
teacher. As she looked around the room, 
for the first time she began thinking she 
was the one being called.
	 “I put it aside and prayed about it,” 
she said. “Scripture says, ‘If it comes 
from God, it will not pass away.’ (Acts 
5:39) I took it that God was speaking to 
me. It just never went away.”
	 A little more than four years after 
that first seed was planted, Stephany of-
ficially became a postulant with the Ur-
suline Sisters of Mount Saint Joseph on 
July 12. Her time as a postulant can last 
from nine months to two years, and then 
she will have the opportunity to become a 
novice and officially an Ursuline Sister of 
Mount Saint Joseph.
	 “It’s been a wonderful journey,” 
Stephany said. “God’s hand puts these 
people in your path. It’s humbling and in-
spiring. It makes me want to be the best 
person I can be.”
	 She has received much encourage-
ment from people who learn of her plans, 
and they have many questions for her, she 
said.
	 “Some people think it’s neat to see, 
they’ve not been exposed to it that often,” 
Stephany said. “They ask a lot about the 
stages to become a sister.”
	 Ursuline Sister Mary Henning will 
serve as her postulant director, meeting 
with her twice a month.
	 “It’s preparing programs to help 
Stephany to grow in her spiritual life and 
learn about our community,” said Sister 
Mary, who is also the director of Wor-
ship and Liturgy at the Ursuline Mother-
house. 	
	 “Stephany will learn about com-
munity living and will be bonded with 
a group. She’ll study the history and 
charism of the Ursuline Sisters and she’ll 
have her own spiritual director. We’ll 
plan special days aside from her work to 
have time for prayer and reflection.”
	 The Ursuline Sisters will be there to 
offer moral support in her ministry, Sister 

Mary said. “This is a big change for her. 
She’s a lovely young woman, she makes 
our job easier.”
	 Stephany converted to Catholicism 
in 2005 and joined Holy Spirit Catholic 
Church in Bowling Green that year. She 
sings in the choir regularly, and before 
the congregation on July 6, Father John 
Thomas offered a special prayer for her 
entrance into the Ursuline Sisters.
	 In 2011, the Sisters of Charity came 
to St. Joseph School to talk about their 
history of starting the school and one 
sister talked about her vocation story. 
Shortly after that, Stephany took a voca-
tion placement questionnaire online and 
began looking at religious community 
websites. The Ursulines were among her

	 “One Sunday morning at Mass in 
February 2011, I just couldn’t keep it in 
anymore,” she said. “I happened to be sit-
ting next to my principal and told her.” 
Her principal put her in contact with an 
Ursuline Sister, who introduced her to 
Sister Martha Keller, director of vocation 
ministry for the Ursuline Sisters. 
	 “She answered all my questions and 
made me feel comfortable,” Stephany 
said. “I had already signed up for a retreat 
at the Mount. It was so peaceful, a real-
ly great experience. It turned into a great 
love for Mount Saint Joseph and the sis-
ters. Saint Joseph has been central to all 
this.”
	 She was attracted to the Ursulines

because she has a desire to remain an el-
ementary school teacher and to educate 
people about the Church. She has been an 
elementary school teacher for five years.
	 “I believe education is the best way 
to explain who God is,” she said. Many 
of the Ursuline Sisters are former primary 
grade teachers. “I love talking to the sis-
ters about teaching first-graders,” Stepha-
ny said.
	 She’s learned a lot about herself 
during her discernment process. 
	 “I learned I don’t have to be perfect 
to become a sister,” Stephany said. “God 
doesn’t call the equipped, He equips the 
called. God will give me what I need. 
God is calling me just as I am.”
	 Stephany is continuing to work on 
her master’s degree as a reading and writ-
ing specialist through an online program. 
She has 1 ½ years left of instruction, and 
would like to complete that degree before 
she enters the novitiate.

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The loss of a child before birth causes 
parents and families profound grief.  Un-
fortunately, that pain is often dismissed 
by others, even friends and family, who 
believe that since the loss occurred so 
early it is not as painful as a later loss.  For 
those who experience such a loss, howev-
er, the pain is certainly real and does not 
quickly go away.

The Catholic Church offers several responses to this grief, including 
the celebration of a funeral liturgy for the child.  Also, the Book of 
Blessings contains a “Blessing of Parents after Miscarriage”.  

Pastoral practice has shown, however, that sometimes an additional 
blessing is needed -- one in which the parents may actually name 
their child before a representative of the Church, much as they would 
have done in the sacrament of Baptism.

The Diocese of Owensboro has prepared a new resource with these 
grieving families in mind:  “Naming and Commendation of an Infant 
Who Died Before Birth.”  

The ritual may be led by a priest, deacon or layperson --including a 
family member.  It may be celebrated in a church, at a graveside or 
even in a hospital room.

The intent of the blessing rite is to give all who have experienced 
the death of a pre-born infant an opportunity to set that death within 
the context of faith.  It provides an opportunity for the family to draw 
strength from other members of the Body of Christ, to memorialize 
their child in the familiar language and ritual of the Church, and to ac-
knowledge that their precious child is at home in the loving embrace 
of our God.

	 Emily and I wanted to take the opportunity to thank you 
so much for the donation you made to our service learning 
mission trip to Appalachia with the Community Campus. I've 
attached a list of everything we received, as well as a few pic-
tures. (I wish I could share all the pics, however you'd be in 
front of your computer for a loooong time)! You were all so 
generous, and the people we served were so very grateful.  I'm 
going to try to summarize the trip in a few sentences.....this will 
be hard!!
 	 The girls spend some time learning about how mining (un-
derground and strip mining) has affected the mountains, and 
subsequently, the people who live there. The mining has left 
many areas in the mountains bare, which has had a huge impact 
on the local ecosystem. We spent some time with Green Forest 
Works, a group dedicated to restoring forests on coal mined 
lands in the Eastern United States. I'm proud to say our lit-
tle group was single-handedly responsible for re-planting over 
450 mountain-top trees! In addition, we learned so much about 
the local culture.....art, music, instruments, and even learned to 
square-dance! We visited two rural health care clinics where 
the focus is patient first and payment optional. No one is turned 
away. We met the "Mother Teresa of Appalachia" Eula Hall. 
At age 86, she still works everyday in the clinic she has re-
built twice! She was a pioneer at getting black lung benefits 
for miners, represented many of the poor in her area in social 
security cases, (won 90% of her cases), and has spent her life 
providing food and medical care to "her people"......the kicker, 
she accomplished all this with only an 8th grade education!!!! 
(I'm really selling her short, there is so much more to her story. 
I highly recommend reading Mud Creek Medicine....all pro-
ceeds go to the clinic's patient assistance fund). The supplies 
we took were for her food pantry and dental clinic. (I've en-
closed a before and after picture). Their pantry was almost bare 
when we arrived. :( The $300 cash we collected will be used to 
buy medication for those who can't afford it. 
 	 We learned a few valuable lessons along the way...
 	 1. Mountain roads and school buses are not a match made 
in heaven! Luckily, we had the most awesome bus driver, 
"Miss Sharon", with 24 years experience driving a school bus,

	 3. People of the mountains are proud, faith filled, love their 
families and communities, and operate at a much slower pace 
then we do around here. The old saying "take time to stop and 
smell the roses" is a way of life around there and it was awesome 
to see.
	 4. You CAN survive without TV, Internet, and cell phones!!! 
We did not have a TV where we stayed, and cell reception was 
limited in many areas.
	 5. Health care should always be about the people first. The 
first question should never be "let me see your insurance card or 
how will you be paying today?". People first, business second is 
the way they operate!
	 6. Our definition of "poor" is not their definition of "poor". 
Many of the people we met did not see theirselves in the same 
light we saw them in. They feel they have everything they need....
they grow their own food, have their families near, sit on the 
porch and "pick" (guitar, banjo, etc) for entertainment, and are 
quick to note "there is always someone worse off then me".
 	 My take away.....Appalachia is not without problems....drug 
issues, poverty, lack of roads, lack of jobs, good schools, etc., 
however, in many ways they seem to have it better then we do!!! 
We may have all the so-called luxuries in life,  however we are so 
busy and "connected" at all times, we don't stop long enough to 
enjoy our families, our neighbors, and our communities the way 
they do. It seems they are closer to the way the bible calls us to 
live then we are. Emily commented on the people we met "they 
really do see Jesus in everyone"..........maybe......just maybe, it's 
because there is nothing to block their view!!!!! Sure made me 
think about my own priorities! Thank you all again!!! You are 
awesome!!! Blessings!!!

St. Columba, Immaculate Conception and Water with 
Blessings Help To Provide Clean Water in Kenya 
By Denise Long
	 Every year our parishes work together to support a Lenten Mission Project and 
over the years we have collaborated with CRS and Food for the Poor for many of these 
projects. Our connection to Kenya began 5 years ago when Fr. Chrispin was sent to us 
as our pastor. Fr. Chrispin’s home village is Obambo Kenya. 
In 2011 Fr. Chrispin introduced us to Fr. Gabriel who is the pastor in his home village 
and many other nearby villages. In talking with Fr. Gabriel we discovered there was a 
great need for clean water in Obambo and soon a relationship developed between our 
parishes and Fr. Gabriel. We began our first year by digging a well in Obambo and the 

next year we built 
several homes for 
widows and or-
phans. Then last 
year Fr. Gabriel ex-
pressed a need for 
clean water in an-
other village called 
Kadenge, a small 
village of approxi-
mately 100 families. 
Even though they 
had a water source, 
the water was very 

polluted with bacteria, viruses and fecal matter. 
While struggling with the question of how to provide clean water, a chance encounter 
(or so I thought) on the streets of Louisville led me to Sr. Larraine Lauter who told 
me about her organization called Water with Blessings. The answer to our prayers! A 
way to provide clean water to families by sponsoring whom she calls “Water Women”. 
These water women are given the supplies and education to filter the water for their 
families and other families in their community. 
Our first year we doubled our goal and raised enough money for 50 families to receive 
water filters. Then another struggling question became apparent, “How do we get the 
filters and educational information to Kenya?” In Kenya it is nearly impossible to just 
mail something and expect it to get there safely or without having to pay astronomical 
taxes. But again our prayers were answered when Fr. Chrispin received a call that his 
cousin, Sr. Carren, was planning to visit him while she was in the US and would be 
returning home to Kenya in June. Fr. Chrispin immediately enlisted her aide and she 
gladly accepted to personally transport the filters to Fr. Gabriel. 
This past Lenten season we continued our mission to support water women in Kadenge 
and have raised enough money to provide filters to the remaining 50 families. But once 
again we were faced with the struggling question of how are we going to get the filters 
to Fr. Gabriel in Kenya? And you guessed it. Our prayers were answered when Fr. 
Chrispin recently went to a gathering and met some people from Kenya who put him 
in touch with a company that can ship securely to Kenya! 
Our two parishes raised the money by parishioners collecting change in small card-
board “water buckets”, the family life committee hosted a Bunco night, the children in 
grades K-8 held a competition for the class that collected the most money, the religious 
education children at St. Anthony’s Parish in Axtel joined in and contributed by also 
collecting change during Lent, and we even had donations mailed to us due to past 
articles in the Western Ky. Catholic. Our HS youth recently hosted their 2nd Annual 
5K “Run for a Reason” Walk/Run. We even had a few industrious 5th and 6th grade 
youth to involve their school, North Hancock Elementary, by obtaining permission 
from their principal to announce our project and to regularly collect donations from 
students. The school became one of our sponsors for the 5K along with many other 
local businesses and individuals in Hancock County.
In a recent conversation with Fr. Gabriel he spoke of how the people in Obambo and 
Kadenge are so very happy and thankful for having clean water. Fr. Chrispin said 

the first time the people saw clean clear 
water coming out of the filters they were 
overjoyed and thought it was a miracle. 
He and Fr. Gabriel both express how the 
clean water has and will save the lives of 
many. It is so humbling when Fr. Gabri-
el tells me how the people pray daily for 
the people of Immaculate Conception and 
St. Columba. They who have so little and 
see so much illness and death are pray-
ing for us! Fr. Gabriel has other villages 
that need our help and we will continue 
to partner with Water with Blessings to

	 Fr. Jerry Calhoun, former teacher, dean of students and principal at Catholic High 
was born into eternal life June 1, 2014.
	 His tenure as principal was an inspiration to me and many others, teachers and 
students. My first assignment as a priest wasto be Fr. Calhoun’s assistant principal. 
He taught, not with eloquent words and wisdom, but by the way he lived his life. As 
Bishop Medley said at his funeral liturgy, “Father Calhoun was a priest’s priest.”
	 Frs. Calhoun, Shonis, and I were here at OCHS together. The enrollment was 
just over eleven hundred. I look back and can say, “These were the best years of my 
priesthood.” There were some diffi culties in the Religion department at this time and 
we dealt with them admirably, thanks to Fr. Calhoun’s leadership. The students knew 
that we were going through a difficult period, and they wanted to show their support.
	 So they invented a CBS (Calhoun, Bradley and Shonis) day to show their appreci-
ation of us and what we were doing. All day long the students would bring gifts to each 
of us. For lunch, Sr. Mary Justin prepared a delicious meal that we were “privileged” 
to eat in the sisters’ refectory. Fr. Calhoun was delighted and said, “With this kind of 
support, we can endure anything.”
	 As a priest, Fr. Calhoun preached the Gospel and celebrated the Sacred Rites, 
especially the Eucharist, for and with thousands of people across the Diocese of Ow-
ensboro.
	 But above all, he spent the major portion of his priesthood teaching and coun-
seling, not only high school students, but also students preparing for the priesthood. 
He was vocation director of the diocese for several years. I know of no priest in the 
diocese who is better known and loved than Fr. Calhoun.
	 In his homily at Fr. Calhoun’s funeral, his friend Fr. Joe Mills eulogized Fr. Cal-
houn as a man of service, compassion, kindness, and wisdom. Julie Eger, a former 
student at OCHS, said this: “Fr. Calhoun is a wonderful, fun-loving, and faith-filled 
man.”
	 Fr. Calhoun asked me to preach at his Silver Jubilee, May 18, 1986, and I felt hon-
ored to be asked. I have a copy of the homily in my files. On that day I said, “There are 
three important dimensions of Fr. Calhoun’s priestly ministry which have contributed 
to making him such an outstanding priest:
	 (1) The priest is one whose ministry brings hope and joy to those whom he

serves.
	 (2) The priest is one who enables others	to discover, develop, and use their talents
and charisms for the well-being of the Church. And
	 (3) The priest is one who must always remain closely united with the Lord if he is 
to have the inner strength needed to sustain his ministry.” Father Calhoun’s fidelity to 
the priesthood has been fruitful in all our lives, alumni and faculty of OCHS. We saw 
in him a reflection of God’s goodness and love. In an age when the most basic values of 
our faith are not only questioned but even rejected, the prophetic witness to the Church 
is needed more than ever.
	 Fr. Calhoun’s priestly life and ministry have provided this for all of us. His minis-
try in its many forms has brought us closer to Jesus. His dedication and commitment to 
Jesus Christ and his Gospel have served as a firm anchor and continues to give OCHS 
stability and direction.

OWENSBORO,Ky. - I want to tell you 
a story about a great man who inspired 
a wonderful project for the Owensboro 
Catholic Schools. My father, John Bai-
ley, passed away last year on March 23. 
He served his country for 26 years in the 
Army, retiring to Western Kentucky in 
1976. I am the youngest of five children 
and grew up in the Parish of St. Pius X 
in Calvert City, Kentucky. My mom and 
sisters are still members of that parish. 
	 My husband, who is from Elizabeth-
town, and I landed in Owensboro. When 
my dad passed away, I found it very dif-
ficult to do very much to help my mom 
from Owensboro. We buried him during 
Holy Week, so our Spring Break was the 
following week. We spent most of that 
week with her. One of the things I thought 
I could do to help was to clean out the 
closet. Upon opening the door, I was in 
awe at the number of shoes we discov-
ered. 
	 My dad pretty much ruined his feet 
running in full combat gear, including 
combat boots, during years of training in 
the army. Thankfully now they allow our 
troops to wear athletic shoes during train-
ing. He suffered from gout and diabetes, 

a shoe drive in his honor. With seven children, five 
of which are enrolled at Owensboro Catholic Schools, 
representing all four campuses, I thought this would be 
a great service project. 
	 I researched shoe drives and was most impressed 
with Soles for Souls. They are headquartered just out-
side Nashville, so I thought it would be fairly easy 
to get the shoes to them. They accept new and gen-
tly worn shoes which are distributed to either areas of 
natural disaster or to third world countries where they 
provide micro enterprise opportunities for individuals 
to lift themselves out of poverty. I approached Ken 
Rasp, the director of the Owensboro Catholic Schools 
(OCS), and floated my idea to him. He was very recep-
tive and promised to speak to the four principals. 
	 Because it was the end of the school year, we de-
cided it would be best to wait until the following ac-
ademic year. It was accepted with enthusiasm school 
wide as our Catholic Schools Week all school service 
project. In one week, we collected 1,000 pairs of 
shoes!  Soles for Souls was equally impressed with 
our one week collection when Ken Rasp delivered the 
shoes. 
	 I want to thank Lori Whitehouse, Tracey Conk-
right, David Kessler, Gates Settle, Ken Rasp and the 
office staff at each school who put up with overflow-
ing boxes of shoes for an entire week. Ken picked the 
shoes up on a daily basis and delivered them to my 
house where I stored them until we could deliver them. 
I could not have seen this project complete without 
each of their cooperation. Thanks also to all of the 
wonderful families who donated shoes in memory of 
my dad. I know he was smiling down on our efforts 
and it was a fitting tribute!

Archbishop Kurtz also received an honorary 
degree from Brescia: Doctor of Humane Letters.
	 His Holiness Benedict XVI appointed Most Reverend Joseph E. Kurtz, D.D. as 
the fourth Archbishop and ninth bishop of the Archdiocese of Louisville on June 12, 
2007. He was installed as Archbishop of Louisville on August 15, 2007. Before com-
ing to Louisville, Archbishop Kurtz served as Bishop of Knoxville from 1999 to 2007.
	 Born on August 18, 1946 in Mahanoy City, Pennsylvania, Archbishop Joseph E. 
Kurtz earned bachelor (1968) and master of divinity (1972) degrees from St. Charles 
Borromeo Seminary in Philadelphia and a master’s degree in social work from the 
Marywood School of Social Work in Scranton, Pennsylvania, in 1976. Archbishop 
Kurtz was ordained a priest for the Diocese of Allentown on March 18, 1972.
	 Archbishop Kurtz has served on numerous boards, including service on the Penn-
sylvania Catholic Conference, as the president of the board of directors of the Catholic 
Social Agency, and in Knoxville, as a member of the Association of Christian Denom-
inational Leaders. He was a member of the 2002 class of Leadership Knoxville, and 
he served as Vice President of the United State Conference of Catholic Bishops until 
last year.
	 Elected President of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops on No-
vember 12, 2013, Archbishop Kurtz serves on the executive and administrative com-
mittees of that body. He is the vice chancellor of the board of the Catholic Extension 
Society. He serves on the Board of Trustees of the Catholic University of America and 
on the Board of Directors of the National Catholic Bioethics Center. He also serves on 
the boards of St. Charles Seminary (Philadelphia, Pennsylvania), Leadership Louis-
ville, and on the Advisory Board to the Cause for Archbishop Fulton Sheen’s beatifi-
cation.
	 The oldest Roman Catholic Archdiocese west of the Appalachians, the Archdio-
cese of Louisville was founded as the Diocese of Bardstown in 1808, transferred to 
Louisville in 1841, and elevated to Archdiocese in 1937. The Archdiocese covers 24 
counties and hosts a Catholic population of more than 200,000 individuals.

	 The first-ever, Grayson County Catholic Lent-
en Revival was hosted by the Tri-Parish Catholic 
Community.  Held at St. Anthony, Peonia, KY, for 
four evenings from March 30th – April 2, 2014,the 
Theme of the revival was “Faith, Hope, Love and 
the New Evangelization”. Mass was celebrat-
ed each evening.  The first evening, Deacon Bill 
Grant, of Tri-Parish, spoke about Faith.

	 The primary project is “Billboards 
for Life” -- a series of Pro-Life billboards 
typically having pictures of Jesus or Mary 
with Scripture quotations, such as “I have 
come that they may have Life.” 
	 At the bottom of each billboard -- 
in LARGE print -- is a 24 hours a day/7 
days a week/365 days a year toll-free 
phone number to a pregnancy help minis-
try sponsored by the Catholic Bishops of 
Kentucky. 
	 Following is a quote from an interac-
tion of one such call:
	 “Our caller proceeded with her plans 
to drive somewhere -- anywhere. Ran-
domly she picked a place to park and 
spend some time just thinking. After stop-
ping the car -- she stated she remembers 
seeing this billboard proclaiming “Before 
I formed you in the womb, I knew you.”  
She recalled in amazement that it was 
at that precise moment an indescribable 
sense of peace and serenity washed over 
her entire being. And then -- she stated 
again -- she knew there was no longer a 
decision to be made concerning her un-
born baby.” 
	 Donna and I moved here from the 
Orlando area just over 4 years ago. In the 
Central Florida area there is no lack of 
billboards pushing sterilization, cosmet-
ic surgery, divorce lawyers, strip joints 
and the like; a constant proclaiming of 
the Culture of Death. In stark contrast, 
the Billboards for Life in this community 
proudly proclaim a Culture of Life. If you 
do not travel a lot, you may not realize 
what a tremendous blessing this is for our 
community. It certainly has been for us! 
We would much rather explain a pro-life 
billboard to our grandchildren than the 
ones we saw in central Florida! 
	 We just installed our 7th such bill-
board in the Daviess County area, but 
this installation was unique in that it was

	 I was in a meeting with non-denom-
inational and evangelical Christians. The 
topic was a potential Christian festival 
or day of “Praise & Worship” to be held 
in the fall. The person across the table 
asked, “Terry, can you pray for this? Do 
Catholics pray for something like this?” 
I replied, “Yes, I can pray for this. Cath-
olics pray for all kinds of things and this 
would be good to pray for.” The question 
was a sincere query. The question did not 
demean or mean to mislead. The question 
arose from a limited understanding of 
Catholics and minimal contact with Cath-
olics. The question accurately framed the 
challenge that Catholics must meet in the 
western end of our diocese.
	 Who should change the misconcep-
tions? In theory, everyone should be in-
volved in changing the misconceptions. 
In practice, I think it is more likely that 
the laity will have a greater impact and a 
higher probability of effecting the change 
than the priests. The following is a quote 
from Thomas J. Reese, SJ:
	 “American Catholic priests are also 
generally very supportive of ecumenism… 
But priests are so overworked that they 
can hardly keep up with their normal 
parish duties, let alone have time for ec-
umenical activities… They will support 
ecumenism as long as it does not mean 
they have any more meetings to attend.”1  
	 Before 2012, I was routinely in con-
tact with people of different faith tradi-
tions because of work, social activities, 
and community projects; I was only in 
the Catholic environment a few hours a 
week. In 2012, I was ordained; in 2013, 
I retired from my professional career. For 
the past 12 months, I have spent most of 
my time in the Catholic environment and 
only a few hours a week with people of 
various faith traditions. I think of this as 
being in the Catholic cloister. I, now, un-
derstand why the priests limit their allo-
cation of time to ecumenical activities.
	 Another quote from Thomas J. Re-
ese, SJ:“Roman Catholics began moving 
out of the urban ethnic ghettos into more 
diversified suburbs as they became better 
educated and upwardly mobile. In sub-
urbs, at school, and in the workplace Ro-
man Catholics met Protestants with whom 
they became friends and colleagues. Most 
American Roman Catholics do not feel 
threatened by Protestants.”1

	 The intent is not to limit the priests’ 

involvement but to promote the laity to a 
more active ecumenical role. 
	 How do we change the misconcep-
tions? 
	 Ecumenical gatherings work towards 
building the unity of being in the Body of 
Christ. The gatherings are not intended to 
be opportunities for proselytizing (sheep 
stealing). The gatherings are intended to 
be a forum in which people of various 
faiths meet with each other and in a posi-
tive manner discuss their faith traditions. 
The ecumenical gatherings help to erase 
the misconceptions that everyone has 
about other faith traditions; over a long 
period of time the misconceptions are be 
removed so that the truth of each faith 
tradition is evident. When the misconcep-
tions are removed or minimized then the 
relationships can form on solid founda-
tions. Removing the misconceptions does 
not make me want to join another faith 
tradition; it does not make the person I’m 
talking to want to become Catholic. The 
purpose is to have a better relationship.
	 The Gospels of Matthew and Mark 
end in the commissioning of the apostles 
to go forth. The Gospel of Luke leads 
into the Acts which is the apostles going 
forth. There is still the need to go forth to 
our non-Catholic Christian brothers and 
sisters to clarify whatever misunderstand-
ings they may have concerning things 
Catholic. The non-Catholic Christians 
often have their viewpoint of Catholics 
shaped by everybody and everything that 
is not Catholic. They receive their infor-
mation 2nd or 3rd hand. When there are 
misconceptions about the Catholic faith 
tradition a Catholic should be the person 
that separates the misconception from 
the truth. Most of the misconceptions 
can be addressed simply by being pres-

ent. Present in the meeting. Present in the 
“Praise & Worship” service. Present as a 
volunteer in the service project. Address-
ing the misconceptions does not require 
preaching, apologetics or arguments. Be-
ing present and stating, “Yes, Catholics 
do” or “No, Catholics don’t” is all that is 
needed. Actually, when it comes to prayer 
or working on service projects the Catho-

Freedom to Serve
	 The Fortnight for Freedom: Freedom 
to Serve took place from June 21 to July 
4, 2014, a time when our liturgical cal-
endar celebrates a series of great martyrs 
who remained faithful in the face of per-
secution by political power—St. Thom-
as More and St. John Fisher, St. John 
the Baptist, SS. Peter and Paul, and the 
First Martyrs of the Church of Rome. The 
theme of this year's Fortnight focused on 
the freedom to serve the poor and vulner-
able in accord with human dignity and the 
Church's teaching.
		  To detail some of the reasons 
why the Catholic Church in America ob-
served The Fortnight for Freedom: Free-
dom to Serve, here are excerpted some 
paragraphs from 2014 Fortnight For 
Freedom Closing Homily by Most Rev-
erend Joseph E. Kurtz,  Archbishop of 
Louisville in the Basilica of the National 
Shrine of the Immaculate Conception
July 4, 2014:
	 “The stakes are high. Pope Francis 
has told us of the great dangers in too 
narrow an understanding of religious 
freedom. In his still new apostolic ex-
hortation, Evangelii Gaudium, he says 
this: “(a) healthy pluralism…does not 
entail privatizing religions in an attempt 
to reduce them to the quiet obscurity of 
the individual’s conscience or to relegate 
them to the enclosed precincts of church-
es, synagogues or mosques.” (Evangelii 
Gaudium, 255)
	 “We need a robust and healthy re-
ligious freedom in our nation. We need 
laws like the 1993 Religious Freedom 
Restoration Act to protect people of deep 
faith convictions when their practice 
is threatened. This act rightly holds our 
government to high standards. It ensures 
that, when government authorities would 
impose a practice that conflicts with the 
deeply held religious beliefs of some, the 
government must make a special show-
ing to justify both the ends and the means. 
The government’s ends must be com-
pelling, and it must choose the means, 
among all those available, that is the least 
restrictive of religious exercise.
	 “There are a number of threats to re-
ligious freedom in our nation deserving 
our attention. Let me mention two espe-
cially important ones. We are obliged by 
our faith to protect the precious gift of 
marriage as the permanent, faithful, fruit-
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ful union of one man and one woman. It is the gift upon which our soci-
ety is built. And so we must remain free to affirm that uniquely valuable 
gift in a unique way, without risk of government sanction. We are also 
obliged by our faith to reach out to welcome, respect and serve immi-
grant children and families in our nation. And so again, we must remain 
free to serve these most vulnerable of our sisters and brothers, without 
risk of government sanction. Both are examples in which we have risen, 
and will continue to rise, to preserve religious freedom.
	 “We Catholics gather in this National Shrine to the Immaculate 
Conception to proclaim that we seek only to be good citizens: good citi-
zens of Heaven and of earth! Yes, we are free – free to serve. We have a 
right and responsibility to serve with all our hearts, with all the passion 
that comes from our love of God and from the deep and abiding convic-
tions around which we build our lives. Our nation is built on this service 
and needs this service. Our faith requires it. Thank God for our freedom 
to serve and our passionate resolve to defend that right.

purchased for the diocesan archives.
	 The Saint Mary Archives was for-
mally established by a vote of the parish 
council on October 23, 2005. At that time 
Joann Bradford was appointed Parish 
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link between the past, the present and the time 
to come.” These records document the life of 
the parish from its founding to the present day. 
It includes the records of sacraments celebrated, 
Vacation Bible School, May Crowning, Ladies’ 
Guild, religious devotions, Right to Life, local 
charities (Habitat for Humanity, Good Samar-
itan), CCD, Corpus Christi processions,  etc.   
These records have many different formats, 
including paper (meeting minutes, newspa-
per clippings, brochures, etc.) and audio-visual 
(photographs, VHS, DVDs, etc.). Through these 
records, researchers learn how the parish has 
functioned as a religious family and in the local 
community. From the beginning, a priority of the 
archives was to share the collection with the par-
ish through displays, posters, bulletin blurbs, pre-
sentations to CCD classes, among other methods 
of outreach.
	 In May 2013, the renovation began of a room 
on the main level near the church offices and 
classrooms. Once completed, the archives moved 
to its new space in the spring of 2014. A large 
number of parishioners have given their time and 
talents to construct shelves, paint, a host of other 
tasks, and move the records. The parish is able to 
provide the archives with a small budget, but the 
archives has been able to receive generous do-
nations for its support. For instance, the parish’s 
youth group donated financially to the archives. 
This move and the support of the archives has 
truly been a work of the pastor, committees, and 
the entire parish. The parish is proud of its heri-
tage and of the new space dedicated to preserving 
this heritage.

7 Crippling Parenting Behaviors That Keep Children From Growing Into Leaders
	 Who we are as adults has a 
lot to do with where we came from as 
children. Although our childhood does not 
always determine our future, it certainly 
helps mold and shape it. Forbes recently 
published an article about this, and 
how certain parenting behaviors inhibit 
children from becoming future leaders.
	 As you read the article, evaluate 
your own childhood and whether any of 
these traits were present. Did they hinder 
or help you? Also, consider how you will 
apply them to being a parent, in present 

or in future.

	 While I spend 
my professional 
time now as a ca-
reer success coach, 
writer, and leader-
ship trainer, I was a 
marriage and fami-

ly therapist in my past, and worked for 
several years with couples, families, and 
children. Through that experience, I wit-
nessed a very wide array of both function-
al and dysfunctional parenting behaviors. 
As a parent myself, I’ve learned that all 
the wisdom and love in the world doesn’t 
necessarily protect you from parenting in 
ways that hold your children back from 
thriving, gaining independence and be-
coming the leaders they have the poten-
tial to be. canstockphoto3580131
	 I was intrigued, then, to catch up 
with leadership expert Dr. Tim Elmore 
and learn more about how we as parents 
are failing our children today — coddling 
and crippling them — and keeping them 
from becoming leaders they are destined 
to be. Tim is a best-selling author of more 
than 25 books, including Generation iY: 
Our Last Chance to Save Their Future, 
Artificial Maturity: Helping Kids Meet 
the Challenges of Becoming Authentic 
Adults, and the Habitudes® series. He is 
Founder and President of Growing Lead-
ers, an organization dedicated to mentor-
ing today’s young people to become the 
leaders of tomorrow.
	 Tim had this to share about the 7 
damaging parenting behaviors that keep 
children from becoming leaders – of their 
own lives and of the world’s enterprises:
	 1. We don’t let our children

 experience risk
	 We live in a world that warns us of 
danger at every turn. The “safety first” 
preoccupation enforces our fear of los-
ing our kids, so we do everything we 

can to protect them. It’s our job after all, 
but we have insulated them from healthy 
risk-taking behavior and it’s had an ad-
verse effect. Psychologists in Europe 
have discovered that if a child doesn’t 
play outside and is never allowed to ex-
perience a skinned knee, they frequently 
have phobias as adults. Kids need to fall 
a few times to learn 
it’s normal; teens 
likely need to break 
up with a boyfriend 
or girlfriend to ap-
preciate the emo-
tional maturity that 
lasting relationships 
require. If parents 
remove risk from 
children’s lives, we 
will likely experi-
ence high arrogance 
and low self-esteem 
in our growing lead-
ers.
	 2. We rescue 
too quickly
	 Today’s generation of young people 
has not developed some of the life skills 
kids did 30 years ago because adults 
swoop in and take care of problems for 
them. When we rescue too quickly and 
over-indulge our children with “assis-
tance,” we remove the need for them to 
navigate hardships and solve problems 
on their own. It’s parenting for the short-
term and it sorely misses the point of 
leadership—to equip our young people to 
do it without help. Sooner or later, kids 
get used to someone rescuing them: “If 
I fail or fall short, an adult will smooth 
things over and remove any consequenc-
es for my misconduct.” When in reality, 
this isn’t even remotely close to how the 
world works, and therefore it disables our 
kids from becoming competent adults.

	 3. We rave too easily
	 The self-esteem movement has been 
around since Baby Boomers were kids, 

but it took root in our school systems in 
the 1980s. Attend a little league baseball 
game and you’ll see that everyone is a 
winner. This “everyone gets a trophy” 
mentality might make our kids feel spe-
cial, but research is now indicating this 
method has unintended consequences. 
Kids eventually observe that Mom and 

Dad are the only 
ones who think 
they’re awesome 
when no one else 
is saying it. They 
begin to doubt 
the objectivity of 
their parents; it 
feels good in the 
moment, but it’s 
not connected to 
reality. When we 
rave too easily and 
disregard poor be-
havior, children 
eventually learn to 
cheat, exaggerate 
and lie and to avoid 

difficult reality. They have not been con-
ditioned to face it.

 4. We let guilt get in the way 
of leading well

	 Your child does not have to love you 
every minute. Your kids will get over the 
disappointment, but they won’t get over 
the effects of being spoiled. So tell them 
“no” or “not now,” and let them fight for 
what they really value and need. As par-
ents, we tend to give them what they want 
when rewarding our children, especially 
with multiple kids. When one does well 
in something, we feel it’s unfair to praise 
and reward that one and not the other. 
This is unrealistic and misses an oppor-
tunity to enforce the point to our kids 
that success is dependent upon our own 
actions and good deeds. Be careful not to 
teach them a good grade is rewarded by 
a trip to the mall. If your relationship is 
based on material rewards, kids will ex-
perience neither intrinsic motivation nor 
unconditional love.
	 5. We don’t share our 

past mistakes
	 Healthy teens are going to want to 
spread their wings and they’ll need to try 
things on their own. We as adults must let 
them, but that doesn’t mean we can’t help 
them navigate these waters. Share with 
them the relevant mistakes you made 
when you were their age in a way that 

helps them learn to make good choices. 
(Avoid negative “lessons learned” hav-
ing to do with smoking, alcohol, illegal 
drugs, etc.) Also, kids must prepare to en-
counter slip-ups and face the consequenc-
es of their decisions. Share how you felt 
when you faced a similar experience, 
what drove your actions, and the result-
ing lessons learned. Because we’re not 
the only influence on our kids, we must 
be the best influence.
6. We mistake intelligence, giftedness 

and influence for maturity
	 Intelligence is often used as a mea-
surement of a child’s maturity, and as a 
result parents assume an intelligent child 
is ready for the world. That’s not the case. 
Some professional athletes and Holly-
wood starlets, for example, possess un-
imaginable talent, but still get caught in 
a public scandal. Just because giftedness 
is present in one aspect of a child’s life, 
don’t assume it pervades all areas. There 
is no magic “age of responsibility” or a 
proven guide as to when a child should 
be given specific freedoms, but a good 
rule of thumb is to observe other children 
the same age as yours. If you notice that 
they are doing more themselves than your 
child does, you may be delaying your 
child’s independence.
7. We don’t practice what we preach

	 As parents, it is our responsibility 
to model the life we want our children to 
live. To help them lead a life of character 
and become dependable and accountable 
for their words and actions. As the leaders 
of our homes, we can start by only speak-
ing honest words – white lies will surface 
and slowly erode character. Watch your-
self in the little ethical choices that others 
might notice, because your kids will no-
tice too. If you don’t cut corners, for ex-
ample, they will know it’s not acceptable 
for them to either. Show your kids what it 
means to give selflessly and joyfully by 
volunteering for a service project or with 
a community group. Leave people and 
places better than you found them, and 
your kids will take note and do the same.
	 Why do parents engage in these be-
haviors (what are they afraid of if they 
don’t)? Do these behaviors come from 
fear or from poor understanding of what 
strong parenting (with good boundaries) 
is?
	 Tim shares: “I think both fear and 
lack of understanding play a role here,

but it leads with the fact that each generation of parents is usually compensating for 
something the previous generation did. The primary adults in kids’ lives today have 
focused on now rather than later. It’s about their happiness today not their readiness 
tomorrow. I suspect it’s a reaction. Many parents today had Moms and Dads who were 
all about getting ready for tomorrow: saving money, not spending it, and getting ready 
for retirement. In response, many of us bought into the message: embrace the moment. 
You deserve it. Enjoy today. And we did. For many, it resulted in credit card debt and 
the inability to delay gratification. This may be the crux of our challenge. The truth is, 
parents who are able to focus on tomorrow, not just today, produce better results.”

	 How can parents move away from these negative behaviors (without hav-
ing to hire a family therapist to help)?
	 Tim says: “It’s important for parents to become exceedingly self-aware of their 
words and actions when interacting with their children, or with others when their chil-
dren are nearby. Care enough to train them, not merely treat them to a good life. Coach 
them, more than coddle. “
	 Here’s a start: 1. Talk over the issues you wish you would’ve known about adult-
hood.
	 2. Allow them to attempt things that stretch them and even let them fail.
	 3. Discuss future consequences if they fail to master certain disciplines.
	 4. Aid them in matching their strengths to real-world problems.
	 5. Furnish projects that require patience, so they learn to delay gratification.
	 6. Teach them that life is about choices and trade-offs; 
	      they can’t do everything.
	 7. Initiate (or simulate) adult tasks like paying bills or making business deals.
	 8. Introduce them to potential mentors from your network.
	 9. Help them envision a fulfilling future, and then discuss the steps to get there.
	 10. Celebrate progress they make toward autonomy and responsibility.
	 How are you parenting your children? Are you sacrificing their long-term growth 
for short-term comfort?

OWENSBORO,Ky. - On Good Friday, 
April 18, 2014, at 3:00 P.M., Father Josh 
McCarty took his cameras to the streets 
of Owensboro to capture live footage of 
Sts. Joseph and Paul’s annual produc-
tion of the “Via Crucis Viviente,” the 
“Live Way of the Cross.” It was a beau-
tiful, sunny day as the actors, parishio-
ners, and the many others who came, 
gathered to walk and pray.
	 It began intensely, with Jesus be-
ing ridiculed and spat upon and forced 
to pick up His cross. Already beaten 
and bloodied, He began His long walk 
to His crucifixion. The actors, of the 
Hispanic community of Sts. Joseph and 
Paul Church, were strong and persua-
sive. They held nothing back in scourg-
ing Jesus. It seemed so real and as the 
crowd who followed prayed the Sta-
tions of the Cross, alternating between 
Spanish and English, one could not but 
place himself in the moment, there with 
Christ as He shed His blood for us. Es-
corted by an Owensboro police car, the 
actors moved through the streets, while 
the people solemnly followed behind on 
the sidewalks on both sides, stopping at 
the various stations to listen to the Nar-
rator and watch the reenacting of Jesus’ 
walk to Calvary. They reached the place 
of crucifixion, Brescia University, and 
there on the campus grounds, Jesus was 
stripped of His garment and nailed to 
the cross. The hammer loudly pound-
ing on the long nails echoed through the 
hushed crowd of onlookers. Mary, Je-
